阅读理解语料一
There’s a lot scientists don’t know – or can’t agree on – about people who cry. Charles Darwin once declared emotional tears “purposeless”, and nearly 150 years later, emotional crying remains one of the human body’s mysteries. Though some other species shed tears as a result of pain or anger, humans are the only creatures whose tears can be triggered by their feelings. But why?
Researchers have generally focused their attention more on emotions than on physiological processes. “Scientists are not interested in the butterflies in our stomach, but in love,” writes Ad Vingerhoets, the world’s foremost expert on crying, in his book Why Only Humans Weep.
But crying is more than a symptom of sadness, as Vingerhoets and others are showing. It’s triggered by a range of feelings – from empathy and surprise to anger and grief – and unlike those butterflies that flap around invisibly when we’re in love, tears are a signal that others can see. 
Evidence is mounting in support of some more plausible theories. One such theory is that tears trigger social bonding and human connection. We cry from a very early age in order to bring about a connection with others. Humans come into the world physically unequipped to deal with anything on their own. Even though we get more capable, grown-ups never quite grow out of the occasional bout(发作) of helplessness.
New research is also showing that tears appear to obtain a response in other people that mere sadness does not. In a study published in February 2016, researchers found that tears activate compassion. When test subjects were shown a photograph of someone visibly crying, compared with the same photo with the tears digitally removed, they were much more likely to want to reach out and reported feeling more connected to that person.
Scientists have found some evidence that emotional tears are chemically different from the ones people shed while chopping onions. In addition to the enzymes, lipids, metabolites and electrolytes that make up any tears, emotional tears contain more protein. One hypothesis is that this higher protein content makes emotional tears more viscous, so they stick to the skin more strongly and run down the face more slowly, making them more likely to be seen by others.
Tears show others that we’re vulnerable, and vulnerability is critical to human connection. “The same neuronal areas of the brain are activated by seeing someone emotionally aroused as being emotionally aroused oneself,” says Michael Trimble, a behavioral neurologist at University College London. “There must have been some point in time, evolutionarily, when the tear became something that automatically set off empathy and compassion in another.”
A less heartwarming theory focuses on crying’s ability to manipulate others. Researchers believe that just as babies use tears as a tool for getting what they need, so do adults – whether they’re aware of it or not. “We learn early on that … crying can neutralise anger very powerfully,” says Rottenberg, which is part of the reason he thinks tears are so integral to fights between lovers – particularly when someone feels guilty and wants the other person’s forgiveness.

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阅读理解语料二
The “isolated incident” at the heart of this psychological thriller is the brutal murder of 25-year-old Bella Michaels in the small town of Strathdee. Through this incident, Emily Maguire explores themes including the violence present throughout everyday life, the media’s treatment of attractive dead girls, grief and guilt, and what makes a potentially good human being do bad things.
This appealing novel is a departure in genre for Emily Maguire but displays the insight and talent evident in her earlier books, from her debut(首次登台), Taming the Beast to her non-fiction book Princesses and Pornstars: Sex, Power, Identity. The psychological thriller format – increasingly popular with the huge successes of Gone Girl and Girl on the Train – allows Maguire to get to the heart of human motivation.
The skillfully constructed narrative changes between two perspectives: the first-person narration by Bella’s elder sister, Chris, a barmaid at the local pub, and the third-person narration telling the story from the viewpoint of May Norman, a young reporter with “feminist principles”, who is appointed from Sydney to cover the case.
Distributed throughout are her reports, from showing the rising hysteria (歇斯底里) and suspicion in the small town to evoking the place where Bella was murdered: the sparse（稀疏的） bristly grass by the highway five minutes from town; the “desolate and crushing” feeling there; the “atmosphere of despair”.  
Transgression is a theme in much of Maguire’s work as she tests the boundaries of behaviour and what propels（驱使） people to transgress societal norms. Here, she also explores incidents in which the boundaries of basic human dignity（尊严） are violated by those in power – as Chris feels happens to her during the investigation process and the police questioning: “They dug and dug at me, asking me stuff that couldn’t have a bearing on anything except my dignity.”
The police investigation dissects the details of a life (“we have to make everything about the victim's life our business,” says an officer). Those details are also picked over and distorted by the media, nosy neighbours and the public, and Maguire excellently explores the boundary at which interest becomes gratuitous gloating over gore (幸灾乐祸). The nuances of language are thrown to the forefront such as the word “liking” (“You think whoever did that to her liked her?” exclaims Chris). And images of objectification also fill the novel (“I felt like an ant,” Chris describes stepping out into a Sydney street). 
Maguire impressively examines a wide range of human emotions, from rage to grief and terror. The psychological shock suffered by Chris is most moving, including the absence she feels (“I felt like something had been ripped out of me”), and the profound sense of lost love: “The loss of her is already too much and then there’s the other thing – the end of being loved in the way only my sister could love me. What I feel for her survives and that hurts like battery acid every minute, but worse is that what she felt for me died with her. I will never be loved like that again.”
Rather than creating a simple case of goodies and baddies, Maguire subtly examines the complexity of the human personality and what leads somebody to feel destructive: “I tell you, I felt like I understood a little then about how someone could commit murder. For real, I did,” Chris tells us of her rage at being questioned about her lifestyle and being called a “whore”.
This hugely chilling and evocative story, mixing lyrical language and brutal events, is told with great psychological acuity.

Hotel bookings include preferences like bed size and the number of beds. But in many hotels, travelers should know that these preferences aren’t guaranteed. You’ll usually get what you asked for, but not always.
• Mention Special Occasions
Many of us travel for birthdays, anniversaries, and special events. Mention what you’re celebrating to the hotel staff a week or more before you arrive and you might be surprised with a little perk, like a bottle of champagne in your room.
• Be Courteous to the Staff
A little niceness goes a long way, especially with hotel staff that has to deal with difficult guests on a regular basis. When you check in, simply ask how the front desk clerk’s day is going and say hello to the cleaning staff when you pass them in the hall. This isn’t just common courtesy, but it also increases your chances of getting perks during your stay.
• Ask About Parking
Especially when you stay in large cities, parking costs really add up. Look for hotels that offer free or discounted parking rates. If hotel parking is expensive, apps like Best Parking can help you find nearby parking garages for cheaper rates if you don't mind walking a bit.
• Bundle a Hotel Stay with Airfare
If you’ve gotten your trip all planned out and know your itinerary, consider bundling your hotel room with your airfare for a better price. Some websites offer travel packages that combine both accommodations and flights, which can help you save significantly on your hotel room.
• Ask for a Corner Room
When you check in at a hotel, discretely ask if there’s a corner room available. These are usually larger and quieter for the same price as ones in the middle of the hall. Upgrades are most often offered at the end of the day when hotels have a better sense of their occupancy.
• Pack Earplugs
