III. 教材分析与教材重组

1. 教材分析

本单元以Amazing people为话题，介绍了几位有杰出贡献的人物。旨在通过本单元的学习，使学生了解探险家Howard Carter的成长经历及其最令人惊奇的发现；能模仿课文描述自己心目中的杰出人物及其贡献；同时培养学生预测文章内容的能力；能通过具体语境学习新单词；学习有关后缀的知识及有关职业的词汇。本单元的主要任务是写一篇传记。要求学生通过掌握三种技能运用三个步骤来完成这一任务。本单元的最终目标落实在Project部分，要求学生通过小组活动形式完成一个关于一位专业人士的传记故事，并向班内同学展示其活动成果。本单元的话题可引起学生的思考，使他们学习杰出人物所具有的优秀品质，树立远大理想，在今后的学习生活中逐步培养坚韧不拔、勤于思考的优良品质，成为推动社会进步的有用人才。

1.1 Welcome to the unit 是本单元的一个热身活动，介绍了四位在各自领域做出杰出贡献的人物，引导学生讨论他们的成就对今天生活的影响，从而引出本单元的话题：Amazing people。 

1.2 Reading 包括A、B、C、D、E和F 五项活动。A部分设置了三个阅读理解题，要求学生根据题目及第一段话预测课文内容，并在快速阅读后找出相关细节信息。B部分是一篇关于著名探险家Howard Carter 的探险故事。C部分两个题目分别考查找学生查找信息和概括段落大意的能力。D部分帮助学生利用单词释义来理解词的确切含义。E部分要求学生通过语境选择适当的词填空，是对学生综合理解能力的培养。F部分是一个会话练习。以所给对话为例引导学生讨论有待人类去探索的地区及历史上的杰出人物及其贡献。

1.3 Word power部分学习表示“施动人或事物”的部分后缀。并要求学生能在随后的练习中加以运用。练习分为三个部分：A部分要求学生根据上下文填入有关职业的词汇。B部分要求对相关词汇进行分类。C部分设计的讨论可帮助学生巩固所学词汇。

1.4 Grammar and usage 总结了过去完成时的用法，并将现在完成时与过去完成时的用法作了比较，同时设计了三篇完型填空练习，使学生体会并掌握不同时态所描述的不同情景，通过具体语境掌握所学时态。

1.5 Task的主要任务是完成一份履历。其中包含了三种技巧并分别设计了三个步骤帮助学生运用这些技巧来完成任务。

第一、通过听力训练方式掌握序数词、基数词及数字、年代等的读法及用法。

第二、学习履历写作的相关知识，学会根据主题取舍信息。

第三、学会组织所给信息。在掌握技巧的基础上，按照要求逐步完成所给任务，最后写出一份履历和传记。

1.6 Project部分提供了一篇描写宇航员杨利伟的成长经历的文章。要求学生在阅读后根据所给步骤，以小组活动的形式搜集一位专业人士的有关信息，然后以板报的形式介绍给其他同学。旨在培养学生的听说读写及搜集、处理信息的能力。

1.7 Self-assessment 要求学生对本单元各项学习内容及效果进行自我检测，鼓励学生进行自我评估及自我改进，培养自我学习和调控的能力。

2. 教材重组

根据教材内容与单元目标分析，本单元可分为十课时。

2.1将Welcome to the unit作为Reading 的热身与Reading及Workbook中Language practice A1、 D1整合为一节精读课。

2.2将Word power 与Workbook中Language practice  A2、 B1、 B2设计为一节词汇学习课。

2.3 将Grammar and usage 与Workbook中Language practice C1、 C2、 D2设计为一节语法学习课。

2.4 Task 包括三个部分，每个部分都包含一个技能训练项目；三个步骤在内容和能力训练方式上相对独立但又相互关联，因此可以设计成三个课时，分别为输入练习（1）、输入练习（2）和成果展示。

2.5 将Workbook 中的Reading 设计为一节泛读课。

2.6 将Workbook 中的Listening设计为一节听力和口语课。

2.7 将Workbook中的Writing设计为一节写作课。

2.8 将课本Project部分设计为一节语言实践课。

Teaching procedures & ways 教学过程与方式

Step I  Welcome to the unit

This unit is about amazing people. First talk about “great people” in history. Then get the students to write down some names related to the given pictures. T: Good morning, everybody! Welcome to the unit. In this unit we’ll learn about some great people. As we all know, great people often played important roles in history. Some of them even changed the history. Can you name some great people?

S1: Karl Marx, Engels, Sun Yatsen, Mao Zedong, Deng Xiaoping, George Washington, Thomas Edison ...  

S2:  Zhang Heng, Cai Lun, Confucius, Albert Einstein, Li Bai, Guo Moruo, Winston Churchill ... 

T:  There are, of course, great people in today’s world. For example, when we talk about basketball, we can’t miss Yao Ming or Michael Jordan. They both do well and contribute a lot to their own team. Do you know any other great people today? 

S1: Bill Gates, the worldwide leader in software services that help people and businesses realize their full potential.   

S2: Yang Liwei, the first Chinese astronaut whose journey into the space took him 600,000 kilmometers in orbit around the earth 14 times, in just over 21 hours. 

...

T: Who is your idol and why?

S1: I like Chen Long. He is famous both in the West and in Asia. He has been working as an actor for many years. He devotes himself to his career. He has acted in many films, such as The Young Master and Armour of God. He is my idol because of his excellent performance and he always tries his best. I think I should also try my best to do what I should do.

S2: Yao Ming is my idol. He is a Chinese basketball superstar. Now he is helping the Houston Rockets in the NBA. Now he is working hard to live his dream. I like him not because he is a superstar but because he works hard to become the best.

S3: Kong Linghui is my idol. Not only because he is the most handsome player in my eyes but also his skill is great. Kong Linghui is one of the  players who won all the international competitions. His success linked to his hard work. His coach and teammates always say he is one of most hard-working players. Kong Linghui’s spirit also encourages me. In the last Olympic Games, when he spurted for the champion, he hurt his foot. If anyone knew this situation, he would be in other side’s control. So he forbore until the march finished. Even his coach didn’t know he had been hurt. At last, he won the march. How great stamina he should pay for! I was so moved and excited after I knew the news. 
S4: I admire Yang Liwei. He is the first Chinese astronaut who went into space. It is reported he passed many hard exams and at last he was chosen to be China’s first astronaut. He is very calm and brave.

T: Can you guess who is my idol? He is a scientist and he succeed in increasing the yield of the rice not only in China but also in other countries. 

S: Yuan Longping.

T: You are very clever! We call him “Father of Hybrid Rice”. I admire him not only because his contributing research offers even more promise to world food security and adequate nutrition for the poor people in the world, but also because he never cares about the prize or fame. In the world there are many amazing people such as Alexander Bell, James Watt, Tomas Edison and those mentioned in this unit. Please turn to page 41 to see these amazing people. Let’s discuss their achievements and answer the questions below.

Sample dialogue 1: 

S1: Look at this old lady. She won a Nobel Peace Prize for her work among the poor people of India. What contributions did she make to people, do you know?

S2: As I know, Mother Teresa joined a religious order and took the name Teresa. The order immediately sent her to India. She became an Indian citizen. For her work with the poor around the world she received the 1979 Nobel Peace Prize. 

S3: In addition to the 1979 Nobel Peace Prize, Mother Teresa has received other awards for her work with the needy. These awards include the 1971 Pope John XXIII Peace Prize and India’s Jawaharlal Nehru Award for International Understanding in 1972. Mother Teresa died on September 5, 1997. She is sorely missed.

S4: Do you think Mother Teresa set a good example for us to follow?

S1: Yes. While many people were pursuing wealth and personal happiness, she devoted herself to helping the poor. She was a selfless, generous woman.

S2: It is reported that after she died, about 400 important figures including queens, presidents, prime ministers came to pay final tribute to her. I think she was the person really worth such respecting. 

Sample dialogue 2: 

S1: Gates is chairman and chief software architect of Microsoft Corporation, the worldwide leader in software services and solutions that help people and businesses realize their full potential.

S2: Gates attended public elementary school and the private Lakeside School. There, he discovered his interest in software and began programming computers at age 13. 

S3: In his junior year, Gates left Harvard to devote his energies to Microsoft, a company he had begun in 1975 with his childhood friend.

S4: Under Gates’ leadership, Microsoft’s mission has been to continually advance and improve software technology, and to make it easier, more cost-effective and more enjoyable for people to use computers.

S1: Do you agree Bill Gates has had a dramatic effect on the world of computer technology? 

S2: Yes. Thanks to his contribution, we can experience such a wonderful and amazing world we have never seen before.  

S3: I heard Bill Gates and his wife set up a foundation focusing on improving global health. He is really great. I admire him for his selfless devotion to the world progress. 

Sample dialogue 3: 

S1: Ludwig van Beethoven was a German composer of classical music, who mainly lived in Vienna, Austria. He was a major musical figure in the period between the Classical and Romantic eras. S2: Beethoven is widely regarded as one of the greatest of composers. His reputation has inspired other composers, musicians and audiences who were to come after him. 

S3: Among his most widely-recognized works are his Fifth Symphony, Ninth Symphony, Sixth Symphony, the piano piece Für Elise, the Pathétique Sonata and the Moonlight Sonata.

S4: Unfortunately, Beethoven became totally deaf during his late life time. But he never became discouraged and frustrated. 

Sample dialogue 4: 

S: Zheng He opened up relations between China and the outside world. 
Ask the students to discuss the questions below the pictures.

A sample dialogue:

S1: Do you think these people have made useful changes to the way we live today? 

S2: Yes. For example, Bill Gates, who started Microsoft, made it possible to put a computer on every office desk and in every home. 

S1: Which of these people’s achievements have the largest effect on our lives today? 

S2: I think Alexander Bell has changed our way of life. Before the telephone was invented, people had to send news by fire or letters, which would spend several days or weeks. Now we only need a few seconds to send the news. Communication has become much easier.

S3: I think James Watt’s invention has the largest effect. In the past if someone wanted to visit a place, he could only go there on foot, by ship or on a horse. So he had to carry enough food, water and clothes. It was very difficult to travel around in ancient times. But nowadays, we can go to different places by car or train or plane, which is very convenient. Before the steam engine was invented, most of the products were made by hand which were very expensive, while now products made by machine are fine and cheap.

S4: I think Bill Gates’ contribution has the largest effect on our lives today. Nowadays we can do shopping at home, borrow books from libraries without leaving our home and conclude transactions just by a punch of a key on a keyboard. These might seem strange ten years ago, but now computers have turned them into reality. And computers bring a lot of convenience to our daily life. With computers, we can find information we’d like to know. Because of computers, a lot of time and effort have been saved. Work is done more efficiently and communication has become much easier.

T: What are the common characteristics these four people share?

S:  I think they are all greatest talents, they are amazing, and their contributions are amazing. They are the people who speed up the development of the world. 

Step II Pre-Reading

Prediction

For this reading, get the students to predict the information of the passage after reading the title and the first paragraph, and then give them a few minutes to read the passage silently to check their prediction. 

T: We are going to read an article about another amazing person Howard Carter, a famous explorer. First, look at the title “The curse of the mummy”. Why does the writer choose “The curse of the mummy” as title here? Can you guess what we will learn in the text? 

S1: Let me try. Maybe the text is about a story in which he tried to prove the curse was wrong, so the writer chooses this title.

S2: Judging from the title, I think the text describes his hobby of studying the curse of the mummy and he discovers the secret.

S3: Since he is an explorer, the curse of the mummy must have something to do with his discovery.

T: Well done! You have predicted the main content of the text. That’s great! The text is about the famous explorer and some of his unexpected discoveries in the tomb. Now let’s predict how the writer will write the article “The curse of the mummy”? Work in groups of four to write an outline for the article. 

A sample outline:

S4: I think the article can be divided into four parts. 

Part 1: Introduction of Howard Carter’s life.

Part 2: His hobbies and achievements.

Part 3: His most important discovery.

Part 4: The result of his discovery and the curse of the mummy.

T: Good. Next please read the text quickly to see whether your prediction is right.

Students read the text quickly to check their prediction.

Step III While-reading

Skimming

The students have got a general idea of the text, so it’s a good chance to lead the students to make a summary of the paragraphs. Get them to read the text again and match the given summaries with the correct paragraphs.

T:   After reading, you must have had a clear understanding of the text. Who can tell me what the text is mainly about?

S:  The passage is about a famous explorer who, with the assistance of Lord Carnarvon, led a team to Egypt and made some unexpected discoveries in tombs. 

T:  Now please turn to page 44, C2. There are summaries of the paragraphs. Read the text again and match with the correct paragraphs.

Three or four minutes later, ask some students to show their answers.

Scanning

After a few minutes, ask some students to retell the text.

A sample retelling version: 

Howard Carter is one of he most famous explorers the world has ever known. In 1891, he set sail for Egypt. By the 1920s, he had become an explorer, searching for the tombs of the Egyptian kings. In 1922, he made his most amazing discovery of all. A British man, Lord Carnarvon, was very interested in Egypt. Howard Carter received his money to look for the tombs. In Luxor, Carter’s team found the tomb of King Tutankhamun, the most important tomb that had ever been found. They took all the riches, gold and jewels as well as the mummy of the king. However, not long after the tomb had been open, people who had something to do with the opening of the tombs began to fall ill and die strangely. Lord Carnarvon was present when the tomb was opened, fell ill with a fever and died in Egypt. George Gould, his friend, who went to Egypt after hearing of his death, visited the tomb, and had a high fever the following day and died. Richard Bethell, Carter’s secretary, died of heart trouble four months after the tomb was open. Howard Carter, however, lived on and died at the age of 65. Some people say the deaths were just coincidence. Others believe that they were the result of the mummy’s curse. However, still others believe it’s the viruses inside the tomb that make them ill or die.

Practice 

T: Now please turn to Part D1. Let’s choose the correct meanings for the words below. Write the letters in the blanks.

This exercise will enable the students to master the meanings of the words. After they finish it, check the answers together.

Part D2 is another exercise about words; it will help the students to learn new expressions through context.

Explanation for some possible language difficulties 

1. Upon entering the tomb, Carter’s lucky pet bird, which had led him to the place, was eaten by a snake.

“Upon entering the tomb” means “As soon as the bird entered the tomb”. “which had led them to the place” is a attributive clause. It modifies “Carter’s lucky bird”.  

2. Others believe that they were the result of the mummy’s curse, which punish those who enter the resting place of the dead.

There are two attributive clauses: “Which punish ...” is used to modify “curse”, while “who enter ...”modifies “those”.

Step IV Post-reading

In this step, students will do some discussion about Howard Carter.

T: Now we’ve known more about Howard Carter, the famous explorer. His work started in 1891 when he was only 17. There he worked on the excavation of Basi Hassan which was the gravesite of the princes of Middle Egypt, 2000 BC. Now please answer the following questions.

1. Do you think Howard Carter is an amazing explorer? Why / why not?

2. Do you think the personality of Howard Carter has had a positive effect on his discoveries?

Sample answers：

S1: I think he is an amazing explorer. He was brave and adventurous, bright and curious. Obviously, it is very dangerous and hard to open tombs. But he kept on working on it and found the most important tomb, the tomb of the King Tutankhamun.

S2: I don’t think so. Howard Carter is a famous explorer. But I don’t think he is an amazing explorer. Exploration is a great job. But different countries have different cultures. As an explorer, he should respect Egyptian culture, but he took away everything in the tomb even the mummies.

S3: To be an explorer, one must be brave and curious about the unknown places. And he must be adventurous so he would like to go to the places where others dare not go to. So the personality of Howard Carter has had a positive effect on his discoveries.

T: Turn to page 45, Part F. Discuss the questions with your partner. Use the bubble conversation as an example.

Sample dialogue 1: 

S1: How great Howard is! I want to be an explorer in the future. But he did his exploration in the 1920s. Is there any unknown places left for people to discover?

S2: It’s 21st century. With the help of the new technology, people have conquered many places such as Antarctic, Himalayas and so on. I think you have no chance to be an explorer.

S1: I can’t agree with you. As I know there are still many mysteries in the world that people can’t explain. For example, in Loch Ness, a long, deep lake near Inverness, Scotland, there is an alleged creature named Nessie. People have reported seeing it for over 30 years. I hope you can be the explorer who discover the mystery.

S1: It’s hard for people to know all the secrets of the nature. But I believe we can conquer all difficulties to have a good knowledge of the nature and history.

Sample dialogue 2: 

S1: I think Mr. and Mrs. Curie are the most amazing people in history. Together the couple studied the radioactivity which was discovered by Becquerel, and discovered Polonium and Radium, two natural radioactive elements.

S2: In my opinion, Cai Lun is the most amazing people. He produced a new kind of paper from bark, rags, wheat stalks and other materials.

S3: Qian Xuesen. He is one of the pioneers of China’s space science, a world-famous expert on aerospace rockets, and aerodynamics. He played a leading role in the research, manufacture and testing of carrier rockets. He made great contributions to the development of China’s aerospace industry.

Step V Summary and Homework

T:  In this lesson we read and discussed about so many amazing people and their achievements. What can we learn from the text?

S1: All of them made great contributions to the development of their fields and their own countries. They overcame difficulties and never gave up. They kept on achieving their goals and at last they succeeded. I believe everybody here has great dreams. As long as we insist on and make efforts, we will make our dreams come true one day. Try our best and we will be amazing people in our careers. 

T: Well done! If we want to be an amazing person and make our country richer and stronger, we must work hard, be confident and form a good habit of learning. By establishing the correct outlook on life and keeping on working hard to realize your dream, you will be an amazing person in your own field. After class, please finish Exercise A1 and D1 in the workbook. That’s all for today.

Step I  Revision and Lead-in 

Check the homework with the students and answer any questions they ask. 

Then show some sentences and lead the students to recognize situations where the past perfect tense is used as well as what time expressions can be used together with the tense. Also, they will see how the tense is formed and know the difference between the past perfect tense and the simple past tense.

T: Look at the sentences on the Bb. What can you find the common points of these sentences are?

Show the following. 

●Upon entering the tomb, Carter’s lucky pet bird, which had led him to the place, was eaten by a snake.

● “We emptied the tomb of everything it contained,” said Carter.

Carter said that they had emptied the tomb of everything it contained.

S: They all include the past perfect tense.

T: Good! We form the past perfect tense by using “had” and the “verb-ed” form. I will show you why and when we use the past perfect tense. Please look at the sentences on the Bb. We can see from the first sentence: Carter’s lucky pet bird led Carter to the site, and then it was eaten by a snake. We use the simple past tense to talk about a past action. When we want to talk about something that happened at an earlier time in the past, we use the past perfect tense. We can find more examples. Such as, The tickets had been sold out when we arrived at the theatre. It means the tickets were sold out before we arrived at the theatre. Do you know why we use the past perfect tense in the second example?

S: I think it’s because we’ve change the sentence from the direct speech into the reported speech. And “said” is used in the main clause, so we must change the simple past tense to the past perfect tense.

T: Quite right! We can use the past perfect tense in reported speech to refer to an action that had already happened at the time of speaking. We can change the simple past tense and present perfect tense in the direct speech to the past perfect tense in the reported speech. Now read the following two examples. 

1. I had done my homework this morning before I went to the museum.

2. Then a few months after Carter had opened the tomb, Lord Carnarvon fell ill with a fever and died.

T: As we can see in the first example, the use of the past perfect tense simply indicates that an action comes before another past action. It does not mean that the past action happened a long time ago. And we often use the past perfect tense with time expressions such as when, after, before, as soon as, until, since, by, for and already. 

Show more sentences and ask them to join the pairs of sentences using the past perfect tense so that students can understand the past perfect tense better.

T: Look at these sentences. Join these pairs of sentences using the past perfect tense. You can add words if needed.

1.  I enjoyed the play very much. I saw it once before.

S: It should include name, age, address, education, hobbies, experience and so on.

Step III Skills building

First, get the students to read the CV excerpts to tick the box by the information which they think is needed to a CV. Then, read the six points together. Ask the students to make clear what a CV should include and shouldn’t include and get them to know they must pay attention to the order in which education and experience are listed on a CV. Finally, after they understand what a CV should and shouldn’t include, the students tick the box again. 

T: Now please read the CV excerpts on page 54. Tick the box by the correct example which you think should be included in a CV. 

Students tick the box on their own.  

T: Have you chosen the right information? Let’s read the six points on page 54 that describe what a CV should include. When reading, pay attention to the order in which education and experience are listed in a CV.

Show the following. 

1. Identification. It includes name, address, contact information such as tour phone number and e-mail address. These are used to tell others who you are and how to connect with you. 

2. Objective: what kind of job you want to get. This is not always included in a CV. 

3. Education: the names of the schools at which you studied and the graduation dates. The name of the most recent school should be listed first, and then the second most recent one. The first school that you went to should be the last one written down. 

4. Experience: your past jobs, company names, location and position held for past jobs, other experiences, such as work, either professional, internship or volunteer. Experience related to the job being applied for should be listed first, and any other experience related to the job wanted can be listed. The most recent one should be listed first.

5. References: names of the persons who once worked or studied together with you and their contact information. This is usually supplied if requested. The referees should never be your family members. 

6. Other: honours you have got and activities you have taken part in, your hobbies and interests. This is usually at the end of a CV.

T: Now we’ve known what a CV should include and what we should introduce first. Please tick the box again, correcting the wrong ones. 

After the students tick the box, check the answers with them and ask them to explain the reasons for their choices.

Step IV Practice

In this part, the students will read a CV from Gao Jian. S: I will introduce her this way. In the first paragraph, I will introduce who she is and what she will do in our school. In the second paragraph, I will introduce her experience, and the last paragraph should be about her achievements. 

T: Good! It’s a way of introducing her. Today we will learn another way. As we all know, when we write, we need to make sure that our writing is clear and easy to understand. When we want to write an article about a person, we usually divide the text in three sections: introduction, body and conclusion. Before writing, we should make clear who the readers are. And what the purpose of the writing is. Now please read the way of writing.

Show the following. 

Introduction: Who you are going to write about and why you are writing about him or her. This paragraph should be designed to catch the readers’ attention.
Body: Details about the person, for example, what he / she did, what he / she said, his/her opinions, the facts, the statistics, etc.

Conclusion: The achievements of him / her and what people think about him / her.

T: Good. Now we know how to organize the given information about a person. Read the notes in Part A and organize them into the appropriate sections. Write I for introduction, B for body and C for conclusion. 

A few minutes later, check the answers with the whole class.

T: After learning the skill, we know how to write an article to introduce a person. Now here are some paragraphs about Dian Fossey. But they are in the wrong order. Please put them in the correct order to complete the article. Write the letters in the correct boxes. 

Check the answers. 

T: Then why you organize this article this way?

Step II Lead-in

Talk about J K Rowling and her books. 

T: Harry Potter’s magic has touched a huge audience of all ages all over the world. In America, there are over 103 million books in print. Do you know who the author is?

S1: J K Rowling.

T: What do you know about her?

S2: She has written six books, all of which is interesting and fantastic. 

Step III Listening

The students will listen to a radio program about J K Rowling, the author of Harry Potter books and a conversation between Michele and her friend Peter. 

First get the students to read the note sheet to see what information they need to get. And then listen to the program. It’s difficult for the students to fill in all the blanks at once. So play the tape again to help the students to complete as much of the note sheet as possible.

T: I know you all like to read the Harry Potter books, so you must like the writer J K Rowling. Today a radio program will tell us about her. We will listen to the tape and take notes. Before listening, please read the note first to see what information we need to take. Listen carefully and complete the note sheet as much as possible.

The students listen to the tape twice and make notes.

Play the conversation in B. This time, ask the students to complete all the blanks.

T: If you can’t fill in all the blanks at a time, it doesn’t matter. We will get more information from the conversation between Michele and her friend Peter. Listen carefully and complete the note sheet.

Play A and B again to help the students check their answers.

Step IV Speaking 

As the students have known of J K Rowling after they listen to the program and the conversation. Show the students the task — to make an interview conversation of J K Rowling. 

T: We have learnt much about J K Rowling by listening and collecting materials. Now you can choose one task to finish in groups of four or in pairs. 

Interview

T: Suppose you are a journalist of a newspaper office. Now you are interviewing J K Rowling. Write a conversation and then act it out in class. You can work in groups of four. One of you is J K Rowling, and the others are journalists from different newspaper offices. You are interviewing J K Rowling. Let’s begin now. Ten minutes later, you are expected to act out your interview in class. 

Sample interview dialogue 1: 

J = Journalist; R = Rowling 

J1: How did you get the idea for Harry Potter?  

R: I was taking a long train journey from Manchester to London in England and the idea for Harry just fell into my head. At that point it was essentially the idea for a boy who didn’t know he was a wizard, and the wizard school he ended up going to.  

J2: How long did it take to write the first book?  

R: 5 years, although during that time I was also planning && writing parts of the six sequels.  

J3: What did you have to do to make sure readers could start with Harry Porter and the Chamber of Secrets and not be confused? 

R: It’s becoming more of a challenge to keep new readers up to speed with every new Harry book. In the case of Chamber of Secrets matters were relatively straightforward; I tried to introduce information about Harry and his first year at Hogwarts in as natural a way as possible. However, by the time I reach books five and six, this is going to be much harder.

J4: What kind of manuscript changes had to be made to make the U.S. version more understandable to American readers? Specific things, like the title change of the first Harry Potter book? 

R: Very few changes have been made in the manuscript. Arthur Levine, my American editor, and I decided that words should be changed only where we felt they would be incomprehensible, even in context, to an American reader. I have had some criticism from other British writers about allowing any changes at all, but I feel the natural extension of that argument is to go and tell French and Danish children that we will not be translating Harry Potter, so they’d better go and learn English.  

J1: Did you always plan to write Harry’s story in more than one book? If so, how many? 

R: I always conceived it as a seven-book series because I decided that it would take seven years 

from the ages of 11-17, inclusive, to train as a wizard, and each of the books would deal with a year of Harry’s life at Hogwarts.  

J2: Any hints you could share about what to expect in future Harry Potter books? 

R: The theme running through all seven books is the fight between good and evil, and I’m afraid there will be casualties! Children usually beg me not to kill Ron whenever I tell them this; they seem to think he is most vulnerable, probably because he is the hero’s best friend!  

Sample interview dialogue 2: 

J1: What do you think it is about Harry Potter that connects with so many people?  

R: It’s very hard to think about my work in those terms, because I really wrote it entirely for myself; it is my sense of humour in the books, not what I think children will find funny, and I suppose that would explain some of the appeal to adults. On the other hand, I think that I have very vivid memories of how it felt to be Harry’s age, and children seem to identify strongly with Harry and his friends.  

J2:　Did you ever expect Harry Potter to be so successful?  

R: I would have been crazy to have expected what has happened to Harry. The most exciting moment for me, against very stiff competition, was when I found out Harry was going to be published. It was my life’s ambition to see a book I had written on a shelf in a bookshop. Everything that has happened since has been extraordinary and wonderful, but the mere fact of being able to say I was a published author was the fulfillment of a dream I had had since I was a very small child.  

J3: Are you surprised to see Harry Potter connecting with so many adults, as well as kids? 

R: I didn’t write with a target audience in mind. What excited me was how much I would enjoy writing about Harry. I never thought about writing for children — children’s books chose me. I think if it is a good book anyone will read it.  

J4: Of the many things you must have heard people say about Harry Potter, what are some of your favorites? 

R: My very favourite was from a twelve-year-old Scottish girl who came to hear me read at the Edinburgh book festival. The event was sold out and the queue for signing at the end was very long. When the girl in question finally reached me she said, “I didn’t want there to be so many people here, because this is MY book!” That is exactly how I feel about my favourite books ... nobody else has a right to know them, let alone like them!  

Sample interview dialogue 3: 

J1: Are you excited about the movie deal for Harry Potter? Where else might we see Harry Potter in the future (toys, video games, etc.)? 

R: I am very excited (and a little bit nervous) about Harry Potter the Movie. Warner Brothers have bought merchandising rights, so it is possible that we will be seeing Harry Potter toys.  

J2: Is this the first book / story you ever wrote? If not, is it the first one ever published?  

R: It is the first book I have ever published. At the time I got the idea for Harry I had written and put aside two adult novels.  

J3: Did you always want to be a writer?  

R: Yes, ever since the age of five or six, when I wrote my first “book”  —  a story about a rabbit called “Rabbit”.  

J4: Where, when, and how do you write? 

R: Any time, any place, and longhand!  

J1: Do you have any plans, as a writer, beyond Harry Potter?  
R: I have always written and I know that I always will; I would be writing even if I hadn’t been published. However, Harry is a large and all-consuming project, and I really haven’t got time, at the moment, to decide what will come next.  

J2: What are you reading now? 

R: The last novel I read was Captain Corelli’s Mandolin by Louis de Bernieres, which I loved.  

J3: What advice would you give to young writers today? 

R: I doubt a writer who has got what it takes will need me to tell them this, but — persevere!  

Sample interview dialogue 4: 

J1: What do you like best about your life as a children’s book writer? 

R: The writing! 

J2: If you were not writing, what might you be doing, instead? 

R: Well — as you can see by the answer above, I would be at a dead loss. Profession-wise, I would still be teaching, which I enjoyed.  

J3: What are your hobbies? Favorite holidays (and how do you celebrate them)? 

R: I was embarrassed the other day to discover that I didn’t have much to say to the question “What are your hobbies?” (asked by a nine year old boy). The truth is that if I’m not looking after my daughter, spending time with friends or reading, I am writing. The boy who’d asked seemed quite frustrated by this answer, but the truth of the matter is that even if writing is now my full-time profession, it is also my greatest pleasure.  

J4: You live in Scotland, but what other countries have you visited? Which are your favorites? If you were to move, where would you choose? 

R: I have lived in England, France and Portugal, and visited many others. I loved Portugal (my daughter is half-Portuguese) and I’m looking forward to taking her back there and trying to explain why we left the blazing sunshine for fog and snow.  

J1: What does your daughter think of your work? What books do you want and like to read with her? And her to read on her own? 

R: She is still too young for me to read the Harry Potter books to her, but I am really looking forward to a time when I can share them with her. She loves the Beatrix Potter books and I recently read her The Lion, The Witch and the Wardrobe, which she thoroughly enjoyed.  

J2: Thanks for sparing time with us.

T: Excellent! Please read the article on page 109 and analyze how it is developed.

Students read the article and a few minutes later, ask some of them to show their answers on the screen.

T: In the article the write described Yang Liwei’s childhood, his training as an astronaut and so on. There are a great many things about Yang Liwei. Can you find what kind information did the writer choose?
