Teaching aims:

2. read for opinions in a text by paying attention to the relevant sentences

3. write an article of own ideal job
Teaching procedures:
Step 1   Lead in 

1、 Brainstorming

Introduce some jobs in the world, asking some students to tell some jobs as many as possible.

2、Guessing game

Ask students to guess what the job is.
