Teaching objectives

By the end of this class, students will be able to:

review and grasp important words, phrases and sentence patterns in this unit;
have a better understanding of travel;
apply what they have learned to writing.
Teaching procedures

Step1. Lead-in

Have students watch a short video and then share their ideas about travel by answering the following questions:
1.Do you like travelling? Why or why not?
2.How can we benefit from travel?
Step2. Review

1.Ask students to finish Task1 to review the important words and phrases in this unit.

2.Ask students to finish Task2 to consolidate the usage of important words and phrases and try to find the advantages and disadvantages of tourism.
Tip: Use linking words to locate specific information.
3. Have students discuss about the following question in Task3:

4. Ask students to finish Task4 to master important sentence patterns in this unit.

(3)only when...
Step3. Writing

Have students apply what they have learned in this class to completing a speech transcript with the title of “Be a sustainable tourist” in about 80 words.
Writing tips: (1) Try to use the words, phrases and sentence patterns reviewed today;

(2) Be logical and coherent (linking words);

(3) Keep neat and clean handwriting.
Ask students to present their writings and evaluate each other’s work.
Step4. Homework
1. Have students review their writings and exchange their drafts with their partners to evaluate their work.
