2. After reading this article, how do you understand the title “The Internet: a world without frontiers” now?

3. Is the Internet truly a world without frontiers? Why?

4. How do you think we can use the Internet properly and responsibly?

Invite different groups to present their viewpoints to the class. Students and the teacher together make feedback and comments.
