Two life-saving medicines
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Teaching objectives

Students will be able to read an expository article about medicines.

Students will know more about aspirin and penicillin.
Students will be encouraged to write to introduce a medicine. 

Important and difficult points

Find out the functions of aspirin and penicillin.

Make the passage convincing.

Teaching Procedures

Part I  Warming-up

Get the students involved by a series of questions about aspirin.
Part II  Reading
Step 1. Read paragraphs 2-3.

1. Have a general idea of aspirin by answering questions.

2. Find out functions of aspirin mentioned in the article.

3. Understand some of the new words and phrases.

Step 2: Read paragraphs 4-5. 

1. Help the students understand how penicillin works.

Ask the students to find out the function of penicillin in the passage. 

Step 3 Consolidation

(See the students’ paper.)

1. Review and consolidate the language material.

2. Help students to sum up the information of the two drugs from the article. 

3. Guide them to understand why the two medicines are important.

Part III  Discussion and writing

1. Which one do you think is more important?

2. Ask students to write a short passage to convey their opinions.

3. Encourage students to present their work.

4. Present two samples to the students.
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
